In cooperation with the Czech Center in Budapest, OSA Archivum invited
the exhibition to Budapest and decided to supplement it with similar
Hungarian photographs and records. The Hungarian material for

the exhibition was comipiled with the help of the Historical Archives of

the Hunganan State Security, Bugapest. OSA Archivum bas also added
some excerpis from contemporary propaganda and education films related
to the practice of covert photodocumentation. The photas, film footags

and records, which are being made public for the first time in Hungary,
provide a unigue insight into contemporary technigues of covert Investigation
and the everyday practices of cppression and Intimidation.
